ORDERS BY THE GOVERNOR
NOTIFICATION

Dated Dispur, the 3rd July, 2025

No eCF- 633216/13: The Governor of Assam is pleased to notify the Shraddhanjali
scheme - An easy & dignified transportation of deceased from outside Assam, which
is to be implemented by the State of Assam with the following guidelines.

OBJECTIVE OF THE SCHEME:

To lay down a clear procedure and responsibilities of the Government departments
and Assam Police in facilitating an easy, lawful and coordinated transportation of dead
bodies from other states to Assam who are of the domicile of the state of Assam. It is
seen that many families of the state are unable to transport the dead bodies primarily
due to the high cost and legal procedure involved. So, a streamlined procedure has to
be adopted for dignified transportation of the deceased.

PROCEDURE TO BE FOLLOWED IN IMPLEMENTATION OF THE SCHEME:

For the easy and dignified transportation of dead bodies from outside Assam,
who was/were of domicile in the state of Assam, the scheme will be carried out
in a seamless manner as per the following procedure.

1. Nodal Agency: The Assam Police Special Branch is designated as the
Nodal Agency for implementation of Shraddharjali scheme. A DIG, SB
level officer will be appointed as the State Nodal Officer for this purpose.
The State Nodal Officer will coordinate with other states, monitor and
facilitate the dignified handling and transportation of bodies to Assam.
He will also be tasked with handling cases of multiple casualties or cases
which pertain to multiple districts. The Senior Superintendent of Police
of the concerned district (to whom the deceased belonged) will be the
District Nodal Officer for cases pertaining to their districts.

2. Mechanism for Intimation: Family members of the deceased are
encouraged to either call the local police by dialing 112 or send a direct
message to a specially created X (erstwhile Twitter) handle dedicated to
this scheme. Any family member, friend, relative, public servant, public
representative or acquaintance can inform the Police Control room
Helpline Number (Dial 112) or District Police Headquarter or concerned
Police Station/ Outpost and share the details regarding the place, date,
time and manner of death along with the details of the deceased i.e. place
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of residence, district and nearest police station and details of relatives/
NoKs etc. Additionally, a dedicated public service will also be added to
the Sewa Setu portal for the public to provide information regarding such
deaths occurring outside Assam.

Assessment of Support Required: Upon receiving information, the State
Nodal Officer at the Special Branch will assess whether the family is in a
position to make the necessary arrangements independently or if
government assistance is required. Assessment will also be made with
regard to deceased’s Indian citizenship/permanent resident of the state
of Assam.

Logistics and transport: Based on the assessment, the State Nodal
Officer of Special Branch will coordinate with the local police and a
transport agency to bring back the body - either by a hearse van or by
air, depending on the distance and situation.

Respectful Repatriation: Mortal remains of residents of Assam shall be
brought back to the state with full respect and due courtesies. The
District Nodal Officer (SSP) will monitor the whole movement till the dead
body reaches the home of the deceased and the dead body is handed over
to the family members by the Officer-in-Charge of concerned police
station in a dignified manner.

Special cases requiring police procedures: In instances involving post-
mortem or police investigations-such as in cases of suicide, murder, or
road accidents-a responsible officer from the Special Branch may be
deputed to the place of occurrence (outside Assam) to facilitate early
completion of legal formalities and expedite the repatriation process.
Implementation mechanism: Assam police (Special Branch) shall
establish an institutional mechanism to implement the scheme
effectively. The SSP of the district shall maintain the record and the State
Nodal Officer shall update the service on the Sewa Setu portal, as the
case may be.

SCOPE OF THE SCHEME:

The scheme will not apply to individuals who are economically well-off
and capable of making their own arrangements.

It is intended primarily for youth from Assam engaged in low-paying jobs,
students studying outside Assam and those who die in special
circumstances (e.g., accidents, murder, etc.)

This facility shall not extend to patients undergoing medical treatment
outside Assam.

FUNDING PATTERN/ RELEASE OF FUND:

The necessary expenditure for implementation of the scheme will be
borne out of a separate Head of Account which will be created by Finance
Department under the appropriate Grant No. of Political (A) Department.
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(ii) Adequate and need-based budget provision will be made under the newly
created Head of Account during every financial year.

(iif) Home & Political Department will make lump-sum budget allocation in
favour of the State Nodal Officer during a particular financial year to
meet the sporadic expenses arising out of implementation of the scheme.

(iv)  To facilitate seamless payment towards implementation of the scheme, a
specific bank account for the purpose is to be created and maintained by
the State Nodal Officer of Assam Police for parking of the funds after
drawal of the same through A/C bill.

v) On the basis of requirements received from the District Nodal Officer i.e
Senior Superintendent of Police (SSPs) from time to time, the State Nodal
Officer will make payments out of the bank account through Cash/
Cheque/Electronic mode in favour of the payee.

(vij  Necessary DCC bills against all A/C bill drawals are to be submitted by
State Nodal Officer to the Government in Political (A) Department in due
time, for onward submission to Accountant General (A&E), Assam.

This Scheme shall come into effect from 1%t October, 2025.
